Larnaca 

Larnaca is the most conveniently location town in Cyprus, just 10 minutes from the airport, and offers exciting possibilities for all tastes and ages. Its unique character is formed from the harmonious integration  of old and new history and culture with cosmopolitan attractions
        Miles of sandy beaches, sunshine all the year round, a famous palm tree lined seafront, a beautiful salt lake, an old fort which is now the stage for festivals and events and many more attractions, make Larnaca a very attractive proposition. Larnaca 

 
Larnaca is the oldest living city of Cyprus. Unlike other ancient cities of Cyprus, which were abandoned by their inhabitants, Larnaca from the time of its founding 6,000 years ago, has existed and still exists on the same site.
        The major international airport of Cyprus, Larnaca International Airport is located in this city. It has a population of 72,000 (2001) and is the island's second commercial port and an important tourist resort. 
 
Larnaca is one of the major seaside resorts in Cyprus. There are numerous beaches in and around Larnaca which extend for approx 25 km. The main Phinikoudes and McKenzie beaches both have been awarded Blue Flags for environmental cleanliness 

Larnaca Salt Lake  

Located near Larnaca International Airport, the salt lake fills with water during the winter and is visited by flocks of flamingoes who stay here from November till the end of March. During the summer period, the salt lake dries up. 

Angeloktisti church 

        Located in  Kiti village, 7 miles south of Larnaca, the 11th century Angeloktisti Church is known for its rare 6th century Byzantine mosaic. 

Hala Sultan Tekke 

Located on the banks of the Salt Lake near Larnaka International Airport, the mosque was built to honor the aunt of the Prophet Mohammed, According to Moslem tradition Umm Haram died on this spot in 647 A.D. while accompanying the Arab invaders. 
Phaneromeni Church 

 The church is located on the main highway that connects Larnaca International Airport with the city of Larnaca, The Church of Ayia Phaneromeni is built next to two tombs cut out of a rock dating from 80 B.C. 
  

Stavrovouni Monasteri 

The monastery is located about 15 miles west of Larnaca, which stands on the peak of a striking lone mountain over which St. Helena, the finder of the cross of Jesus, saw a strange light gleam. Taking it as a sign from heaven, she founded the monastery and left a piece of the Cross enshrined there. 

Old Aqueduct  

The old Aqueduct, also known as Kamares (Arches), was built to provide Larnaca with water. It stands outside the town on the way to Limassol. It was built in Roman style in 1745 to carry water from a source about 6 miles south of Larnaca into the town. 
Church of St. Lazarus 

This magnificent Orthodox Church was built in the town over the tomb of St. Lazarus, the brother of Mary and Martha. He died here and was buried in the church named after him. In 890 A.D. his tomb was found bearing the inscription "Lazarus the friend of Christ".
Fort of Larnaca  

The fort was erected by the Turks in 1625 and it now houses a small archaeological museum. Its inner courtyard is used as an open air garden - theatre during the summer months.
Phinikoudes beach  

        The most characteristic image of the town is its wide seafront promenade shaded by mature palm trees and lined with cafes and taverns
Pierides Museum 

        The Pierides Museum is home to a collection of precious folkloric and archaeological artifacts which has been assembled over five generations by the Pierides family. 

Larnaca Marina  

Larnaca Marina, located next to the famous Phinikoudes beach  welcomes international yachts. Larnaca Marina is one of six marinas to be upgraded in a £10 million project. Larnaca marina will more than double in size to over 1,000 berths, complete with boutiques and restaurants
